· Note: Regular school hours are from 8:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. Monday through Thursday, and from 8:00 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. on Fridays (ONLY students will have early dismissal on Fridays, but staff will have weekly Friday staff meetings, teacher-in-service, and/or class/office planning). Pick up time on Fridays will be from 2:30 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. 
· Note: Ramadan Class Schedule during the month of Ramadan will be from 8:00 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. Monday through Friday throughout the whole month of Ramadan for both students and staff. Pick up time will be from 2:30 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. 
Classes Offered for the school year 2007 – 2008:
· Pre-School (3 Years) – Maximum seating is for 13 students.
· Pre-Kindergarten (4 Years) – Maximum seating is for 13 students.

· Kindergarten (5 Years) – Maximum seating is for 13 students.

· First Grade (6 Years) – Maximum seating is for 13 students.
· Second Grade (7 Years) – Maximum seating is for 13 students.
· Third Grade (8 Years) – Maximum seating is for 13 students.
Admission & Registration Fees and Requirements:
· Registration: For the school year 2007/2008, registration will start on Monday, 4/2/2007.
· Priority Registration: For a period of two weeks from Monday, 4/2/07 to Monday, 4/16/07. This applies to all IASA students who are currently enrolled in the school and will graduate from IASA for the school year 2006/2007. This also applies to all grades offered by the school for our returning students who are currently enrolled in the school and for their siblings who will be enrolled in the school for the first time as new students since they have siblings currently enrolled in the school.
· Regular/Open Registration: For all current and new students registering for the school year 2007/2008. Parents of new students have the opportunity to register their children starting Monday, 4/2/07 to include them on a waiting list for the first two weeks of the priority registration period, and then they will be 
enrolled on a first come, first served basis according to the availability of seats in each grade level at the end of the two-week priority registration period on Monday, 4/16/07.
· Admission Requirements:  Please make sure to have the following items completed, signed, dated and submitted to ensure that your child's application is complete and accepted. Parents of returning students 
don't need to replicate their children's existing admission files, but it is the responsibility of these parents to make sure that all of these items do exist in their children's files in the school and that some of the items requested are up-to-date and/or updated periodically as needed and required by state law. Please note that the initial stage of the registration process during the priority and early registration phases may not include all the required items in the registration package in order to facilitate and ease the registration process in the initial stage or phase. A complete registration package will be given to those parents who are enrolling their children for the first time (new students) even if they currently have other children enrolled in the school. In order to legibly register for the school year 2007/2008 and guarantee a seat in the school for your child in the initial stage of the registration process, parents must fill out, sign and return the initial registration form; pay the one-time annual and non-refundable registration fee and book fee; and to pay all current tuition and fees that are due for this current school year 2006/2007 only if they already have children enrolled in the school prior to the start of the new school year 2007/2008 on 8/1/2007. Failure to fulfill such requirements may result in the loss of your child's registration for next year. The following are the general requirements for admission and registration. Please make sure to have all these requirements completed and submitted prior to the start of the school year:
1. All forms in the complete registration package must be properly completed and signed by the student’s parents. If you have more than one child, you need to fill out a separate package for each child.
2. The Parents’ Handbook must be read and signed by parents. You only need to return the last sheet, which is the agreement/signature sheet signed and dated.
3. Parents must submit a copy of the child’s birth certificate.
4. Parents must submit a copy of the child’s social security card.
5. Parents must submit a copy of the child’s up-to-date immunization/vaccination record as required by the Texas Department of Health. “NO Shots, NO School”, Texas Law.
6. Parents must submit a copy of the child’s last year’s report card if the child is enrolling in 1st grade or up. All students who are enrolling in 1st grade for the school year 2007/2008 must submit a report card for kindergarten from a recognized private or public school as a pre-requisite for admission at IASA. The same rule applies to students who are enrolling in 2nd and 3rd grades.
7. The cut-off date to accept students for admission in their respective grades according to the age limit and in accordance with Texas state law and childcare licensing rules and regulations for the school year 2007/2008 is September 1st, 2007. This means that children enrolling in Pre-School must be or turn 3 years old by 9/1/2007 and must be potty trained; children enrolling in Pre-K must be or turn 4 years old by 9/1/2007 and must be potty trained; children enrolling in Kindergarten must be or turn 5 years old by 9/1/2007; and children enrolling in 1st grade must be or turn 6 years old by 9/1/2007 and must submit a kindergarten report card from the previous school year. The same will apply to students enrolling in 2nd and 3rd grades. This rule will only apply to NEW students enrolling for the first time at IASA, and it will not apply to students who are currently enrolled at IASA.
8. Parents must submit at time of registration an annual, one-time and non-refundable registration fee of $50.00/student (child) regardless of the number of their children enrolled in the school to guarantee a spot for their children at their respective grade levels.
9. Parents must submit at time of registration an annual, one-time and non-refundable book usage and copy fee of $50.00/student for students in Pre-School and Pre-K, and $100.00/student for students in Kindergarten, 1st grade and up.
10. Parents must pay their child’s tuition either in advance or on the 1st to the 10th of each month of the school year to avoid any penalties. Tuition not paid by the 10th of the month will be assessed a late fee of $25.00/family from the 11th to the 15th of the month. On the 16th of the month onward, a student may not be admitted to school until all tuition and late fees are paid in full. 
11. Maximum tuition paid per one family per month = $1000.00 regardless of the number of children enrolled in school from that one single family.
12. Only one tuition discount may apply per one family: family discount, teacher discount, staff discount, financial aid discount or maximum tuition per family discount.
13. Parents must pay a monthly tuition fee for each month of the school year, a school year has 10 academic months: August to May, for each child enrolled in the school according to the following tuition schedule:

School Uniform:
· Grades: Pre-School – 3rd Grade : 

· Boys: Long navy blue slacks (NOT Jeans) – white, dress or polo, shirt.

· Girls: Navy blue jumpers, knee-length skirts (with navy blue stockings, tights, or pants underneath, but NOT Jeans) and/or long pants (NOT Jeans) – white shirt – white hijab (head cover is optional for our offered grade levels for the school year 2007/2008, however mandatory for prayers).

· Jeans, T-shirts (without collar) and short pants are not allowed in the school.

· School uniforms are available through the Islamic store: “The Sunnah the Better” and in most department stores like Target, JC Penney, Sears, Academy and Wal-Mart.

· Casual, running, or dress shoes (Velcro shoes) are allowed, but not slippers, sandals, or open-toe shoes; and no prints or designs on school uniform. Velcro shoes are more convenient than lace shoes for children.
· Winter jackets, sweaters, coats or pullovers must be navy blue (dark blue) color.
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
