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PRE- KINDER

This class had three assessments:  word attack to determine the level of phonemic awareness; print awareness to determine if the students know print direction and the difference between a letter, word or sentence; and listening comprehension to determine immediate recall.
These students are able to recognize three to eight random capital letters.  None of these students were able to sound out words on their own.  The teacher must continue to work with letter recognition and sound and introduce two and three letter words with word families.

These students would benefit with experience story activities.  Read along books and other audio phonics activities should be practiced up to 30 minutes a day.  It could be group or individual work.  

These students also need to have a writing component to go along with their reading practices.  

The listening comprehension activity showed that more than half of these students scored less than 70%.

A short story was read to them one on one and then they were asked five questions about details in the story.  Every student could answer at least one question.  The teacher should use this strategy often to help improve their immediate recall and to help them to do some critical thinking.

The teacher should use the data to set up ability grouping for the reading groups.

KINDERGARTEN

This class had four assessments:  word attack to determine the phonemic awareness skills; print awareness to determine their awareness of print and its direction; listening comprehension for immediate recall and comprehension of details and math to determine their grade level with computation skills.
This class is able to read two to four letter words with the exception of two students who need more work with basic phonic activities.  The entire class needs more work with reading drills and practice daily.  The data will help the teacher to set up ability grouping groups.
This class did very well with the print awareness assessment. They are aware of the direction of print.

More than 50% of this class has poor listening comprehension skills.  They were assessed individually.  They were read a story and then asked five questions.  Their teacher needs to do more activities with this class to help them to improve their immediate recall.  
The math skills overall are good for this group.  They are able to do math on an average of first grade and some months.  That means they have good math skills and have some critical thinking skills.

FIRST GRADE

This class had four assessments:  Word attack to determine their phonics skills; dictation to determine how well the students can write what they were listening to; listening comprehension to determine immediate recall and a math assessment to determine their grade level skills.

This class has two students that are not yet reading on the first grade level.  They need more practice with phonics and to works with fluency and comprehension.  Over half of this class is reading on level or as much as up to fifth grade level.  The teacher must use the data to determine ability grouping groups to help these students improve their reading.

The dictation assessment was graded on a four point rubric with 4 being the highest score.  The students are read a sentence or two and they are assessed on spelling, punctuation, capitalization and spacing.  They need more practice with their writing.  
Their listening skills need improvement.  There are four students who scored 70% and two students who score “0”.  The teacher can use this skill with any subject and help them to pay attention more clearly.

Their math skill are good for first grade. All of them are on above first grade level

SECOND GRADE

This class had four assessments:  word attack to determine the phonics skills; dictation to determine how well they can write what they hear; listening comprehension to determine immediate recall and math to determine their math skills and levels.

These students did well overall for all four assessments.

Every student in this class had word attack skills on or above second grade.  They are ready to work with fluency and comprehension.  They can also be placed in ability groups to help their reading skills to improve.

The dictation was assessed on a 4 point rubric.  They did well with their spelling, capitalization, punctuation and spacing.  There were two 4’s and the other student had 3’s.

Their listening skills are good.  All but one student scored an 80% or better.  This skill can be used across the curriculum.

This class also did well in math.  All of these students are on or above second grade level.  They are all at  second grade two months or better, and will do well to stay on task with their objectives for the remaining year so that their skills will continue to improve. 
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      Informal assessments for basic reading, writing and math skills were given to all students, pre-kindergarten to second grade.  The two lower grades had a print awareness assessment to determine how well they can recognize the printed page.  Most of the students on this level did well with this skill.  There were more kindergarten students that read a few of the words.  
      The upper grades had a dictation assessment.  We will do a writing sample next assessment to evaluate the handwriting skills.  The writing was fair to good.  Of course, writing is a skill that needs much practice to show improvement.
      The word attack skills are good overall for the school.  The scores show that all grades must continue to work with phonics.  There should be audio/visual activities for all levels to help improve the reading across the board.  There should be a reading center/library in all of the classes and equipment for listening centers in all of the classes.  Students need to be read to both at home and at school to improve this skill.

     The math assessment was on level or showed that most of the students had a good understanding of math operations for their grade level.  If the scope and sequence is used, these students will continue to show improve in math.  The scores were better the higher the grade.
     There were no students with red flags that caught my attention.  The students that did not score high in one area, did good in another area.  These grades ( pre-k – 2nd) are emergent learners.  They will show rapid gains in these grades as long as the teachers develop a consistent routine and encourage, through positive reinforcement, regular practice both at school and at home.
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
