4. Purchase a spiral or composition book for daily journal writing or diary entries.  Each student should write a brief journal or diary entry to reflect how they are spending each day. The Pre- K and Kinder are encouraged to draw pictures and a parent or older sibling may write a statement for the child to explain the drawing.
5. For Arabic and Islamic Studies the teachers will assign suras, dua’s and Arabic for memorization and writing.

6. Yahooligans.com and 4Kids.com are two websites that students may use for interactive activities in all core subject areas such as Language Arts, Math, Science and Social Studies.

Brother Musa has agreed to give all students who work to finish as many of the assignments in the Summer Packet a pizza party at the beginning of the school year.

Please set aside several hours each day to allow your child to work of these assignments.  You may take them along on your go away vacations.  If your child is encouraged to do these assignments it will help them to keep up these skills during the summer break.  They will be prepared to continue improving these skills for the coming school year.  We want them to be successful and to show gains in all areas when they return for the next grade level.
